Over the top (OTT) platforms, particularly the ones
that have foreign ownership like Disney+ Hotstar and
SonyLlIV, are planning to discontinue their live news
service due to the intermediary guidelines and the
foreign direct investment (FDI) cap of 26% in digital
news. The Managing Partner of TMT Law Practice
Mr. Abhishek Malhotra is of the view that OTT
players that engage in live streaming of news
channels operate only as intermediaries. He also
mentioned that the OTT platforms need not worry
about the FDI guidelines since those are targeted at

platforms like Dailyhunt.

SeniorAdvocate Janak Dwarkadas appearing for Sony
sought urgent ad-interim restraining order on the
ground that KAL did not have a license and,
therefore, the act of broadcasting their songs without
permit was infringement and immediately actionable.
Justice Patel observed that: (a) the notice under
Section 31-D was defective and non-compliant; (b)
basis of computing the royalty/ advance was
undisclosed; and (c¢) KAL Radio admittedly
broadcasting Sony India's copyrighted works without

statutory license could not be permitted to continue.
